
If a leader has been suspended during the second semester, he/she is not in 

good standing.  According to the Student Code of Conduct, "Good Stand-

ing" is defined as "Students who break rules or fail to serve the penalty for 

breaking them may lose their good standing status at school.  For those who 

are not in good standing, this could result in not eating lunch with class-

mates and in not being eligible for sports, dances, prom, camp, activities, 

and fields trips."  Leaders who have been suspended during the second se-

mester will not be allowed to go on the Advisory Camping Trip if they do 

not attend the Good Standing Class.  Once leaders attend this class, he/she 

will be in good standing and cannot get suspended between the day of the 

class and the trip.  If for some reason he/she gets suspended after they at-

tend the good standing class, they will not be allowed to attend the trip.  In 

addition, the attendance of the Advisory Camping Trip is at the desecration 

of the leadership team.  We would like for every leader to attend and are 

creating opportunities to do such.  The Good Standing Class will take place 

on Saturday, May 10th from 8:00AM to 11:00AM.  Leaders MUST at-

tend this class, come in full uniform, and be on time to get credit.
